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Rail station revamp
gets green light

Emsworth Railway Station has long needed a refresh, and so,
following a brief campaign - Kkick-started by the Emsworth
Residents’ Association - to improve its visual appeal and make it a
more comfortable place for travellers, rail operator Southern
Railway has tentatively given the go-ahead for the waiting rooms on
the station’s southern platform to be re-opened .

ERA chairman Lorraine Clode and key stakeholders recently visited
the site and met up with two representatives of Southern — area manager
Andy Leister and station group manager Terry Green — to discuss
improvements to the station and the potential formation of a community
partnership to finance and manage such projects.

The Victorian-era waiting rooms, which were closed by Southern’s
predecessor Connex South Central about 15 years ago because of
vandalism, are in a state of disrepair, with broken glass and badly peeling
paint, but are still otherwise in a relatively sound condition.

Bringing them back into use was the main focus for discussion at the
meeting, which took place inside the rooms — the first time many present
had seen them. Lorraine was keen to put forward the argument that the
rooms represented a valuable resource, not just to commuters who would
gain because of the extra protection from the elements, but also to local
residents and schoolchildren who could use them as a much-needed
community space.

Southern’s Leister and Green were broadly positive about the
suggestions to improve the station experience, but stressed that their
annual budget would not be set until later this month (July), and no
funding commitments were actually made at the time of the meeting.

The rail operator’s franchise commits it to maintaining external, not
internal, decoration, but the company is open to involvement in a
partnership with community elements who might be capable of either
carrying out or funding such work themselves. Making the waiting rooms
available to the community is therefore possible and Southern is willing
to help put together a business plan to assist with the funding of such a
move. Indeed, Leister and Green have since written to the ERA to say:
“We will make this happen, and very much look forward to seeing the
results of all the hard work later this year.” Continued on page 6

Hampshire Farm
Public Open Space

The detailed plans for the Hampshire Farm Development, the
'Reserved Matters Application' have now been submitted. (see
editorial Page 2 and Chairman page 3)

The land to the east of the new line of trees which divides the site
has been designated ‘Public Open Space’ and the ERA together with
Emsworth Tree Wardens, Brook Meadow Conservation Group, Friends
of Hollybank Woods and Emsworth Waysides have been viewing the
site to recommend the best way to make this 40 acre site a haven for
people and wildlife. They are working together in conjunction with
Havant Borough Council using their considerable combined expertise
and experience of managing large areas of conservation land to make
recommendations for how it should be laid out and managed.

The Plan - The space will be divided by a larger swale, a broad shallow
normally dry stream, which will guide the rainwater from the higher
northern part of the site and surface water drains from the surrounding
area into a balancing pond in the southeast corner. To the south of this
swale will be around 30 secure allotment sites in the south west corner
with overflow informal car parking and two different informal play areas,
one for toddlers, suitably fenced, and one for older children. North of
the swale and balancing pond, the land will be laid out with a substantial
‘kickabout’ area of mown grass and the rest with wildlife meadows,
mown only once or twice a year and will contain groups of trees - small
copses. Around the boundaries will be new wooded areas giving denser
wildlife cover. In the North West corner is an area designated as a reptile
relocation area for creatures found during the housing development.

Recommendations - Emsworth Tree Wardens are suggesting more new
trees in groups and hedgerows to partially divide up the space. The choice
of planting to include trees and bushes with edible fruits, such as sloes
which residents can harvest.

Three of the nature conservation groups have undertaken a spot
survey of the area, concentrating on the western half of the site where
the houses are planned. They found a great variety of wildflowers in this
area, the northern part of which has been grazed for many years. The
seed bank in the soil is an important local biodiversity source and ways
are being sought to transfer this to the new wildflower area.

The developers are open to suggestions from both residents and
organisations as to the detailed layout and eventual management which
is being designed in cooperation with Havant Borough Council and
which will be adopted by the council after an initial settling in period.

Community Centre

wins web access grant

A computer suite will now be up and running
in the Emsworth Community Centre by this
September, following the award of a grant
from the Big Lottery Fund. The purchase of
seven computers, together with the appropriate
network and teaching support, has been funded
by the £9800 grant.

The bid for the grant emphasised the
importance of enabling older members of the
community to use email and the internet, and
this was an important factor in winning the
award. Information on how and where to sign
up for classes will be available soon, and on
the basis of the popularity of the centre’s
Silver Surfers day last year, there should be a
lot of interest.

But the lottery grant is not the only award
received so far this year. The Co-op has
generously given the Emsworth Community
Association (ECA) £7666 under its community
support scheme, which has been used to fund
badly needed repairs to the centre’s roof.

BT has also given the ECA free broadband
for one year and, last but not least, the
association has had a very welcome donation
of £250 from the Emsworth Residents’
Association towards the computer project.

The ECA is very grateful for these awards
and donations, all of which go towards making
the Emsworth Community Centre a more
interesting, convivial and useful place for all
in the community of Emsworth.

Race is on to compete in
Emsworth Dragon Boat event

The heady mixture of the drum beat urging on the rowers, the image of
a dragon powering its way through choppy waters manned with 15
humans using paddles to force their 40ft-long boats forward in an attempt
to outrun the other dragon boats in a race to the finish line. Once upon a
time it would have been a method for superstitious Chinese villagers to
encourage rain and ward off evil spirits, but pretty soon this will be a
scenario taking place in modern-day Emsworth as a range of local teams
compete on the water and raise money for charity.

On Sunday 7 August the Dragon Boat Festival returns to Emsworth
mill pond after a break of six years, when a range of local teams will
compete on the water and raise money for charity.

The popular event was last run in 2004, when two of the competing
teams were disqualified for drinking alcohol, marshals were apparently
verbally abused and the compere was hurled into the water.

This year will see teams race over a distance of 250 metres in the
40ft boats. Each team has three races and, depending on the number of
entries, the two or three teams with the best times go through to the final.
There are a maximum number of 15 teams, with each team needing 16
members and a drummer.

This showcase event has the support of the Emsworth Residents’
Association, Emsworth Business Association and the Skipper Sailing
Club, to name but a few. It is set to be a worthwhile team-building event
as well as a fundraising opportunity, so please come and support this fun
community occasion.

Mobile Library - help wanted ...

On behalf of all
mobile library users in
Emsworth, I was very
disappointed to learn
the service is to be 4
discontinued from 1
July. This means that
library vehicles will no
longer call at care
homes or sheltered
accommodation located
less than two miles
from the nearest library. It’s one of the inevitable Hampshire County
Council (HCC) cuts and we must now fill the gap left by this move.

Julie Edyvean , of the council’s Library & Information Service, has
informed me that during the consultation in January and February, HCC
received enquiries from care home managers, activity co-ordinators
and sheltered housing scheme managers about the possibility of new
arrangements whereby someone takes responsibility for borrowing
books from the nearest library on behalf of residents. The representative
could be the activity co-ordinator or, in the case of sheltered housing, a
more able resident, a willing relative or a volunteer. This is a suggestion
that the review team is very pleased to be able to implement. In order to
have time to prepare for the changes, the group representatives should
register for this new type of membership as soon as possible.

In addition there is the Good Neighbour scheme where someone already
known to a resident can register with the local library to exchange books
on their behalf. The Home Library Service (HLS) is also already in
operation across Hampshire, but because it is more developed in some
parts of the county than others, a new staff post has been created — that
of HLS Volunteer Co-ordinator, tasked with recruiting, training and
organising volunteers.

I am sure Emsworth volunteers are willing to help, and I would be
grateful if you could discuss with your friends and neighbours and then,
according to the response, let me know which of the ideas might be
developed by us for Emsworth’s residents. Lorraine Clode

Hugh Robinson — an appreciation

It is with much sadness that | record the recent death of Hugh Robinson at the age of 96.
Hugh retired from his working life in 1976 and, always active, he then set about contributing
in many different ways to the life and activities of Emsworth.

He enjoyed singing, including in our church choirs, and sailing, both in dinghies and yachts,
culminating in being Commodore of Emsworth Sailing Club. His interests also encompassed the
social and development aspects of the town in its inevitable growth. Hugh Robinson became vice-
chairman of the Emsworth Sports and Social Club and was closely involved, first in the Emsworth
Ratepayers’ Association, and then its successor the Emsworth Residents’ Association. He joined
its committee in 1972, becoming vice-chairman in 1976, and chairman a year later. After a three-
year period in that office, he took up the editorship of The EMS. In 1984 he accepted the post of
Life President, finally retiring in 2002. Thereafter he always retained a close interest and was
particularly helpful to his successors. In 1995 Hugh became a deputy church warden. Over all
these 35 years in Emsworth, he lived and enjoyed his life to the full and Emsworth was a prime
beneficiary. Never was the expression “His passing marks the end of an era” more apt.

Hugh was born in Cairo in 1915 and began his association with engineering in 1933 in the chief
engineer’s department of the Great Western Railway in Bristol.

In 1938 he transferred to the engineering department of the Admiralty, to be based in Deptford
on the south bank of the Thames. By 1940 during the build up to the Blitz one of his responsibilities
was to anticipate damage to the roof sections of the Royal Naval College at Greenwich, which of
course included that of the famous Painted Hall. He built a “floor of scaffolding” immediately

Hugh’s first foreign appointment was to Singapore in1951, to be followed by Hong Kong as
Command Civil Engineer, returning to London in 1959. Two years later, as Superintendent Civil
Engineer, he was moved to Portsmouth and he then established his home in Emsworth. He retired

Hugh enjoyed a happy married life, first with Nan for 44 years from January 1940 until she
died in 1984, and then to Ann Herbert in 1987 for 20 years until her death in 2007. He was a
devoted family man who will also be much missed by a wider circle.

The past three months have seen us make encouraging progress and it’s
good to see the Emsworth community spirit never more alive and well.

But before looking forward to what’s yet to happen, | want to say a
huge ‘thank you’ to everyone who supported the musicians and the Army
Benevolent Fund to raise more than £4000 at Emsworth’s first Music
Festival as part of the St George’s Week celebration. This is now an
important fixture on the town’s calendar and we’re already looking
forward to 2012. The other welcome new fixtures in the Square are the
flag pole and the wonderfully restored War Memorial/Bus Shelter. Both
have been very well received by residents and visitors to Emsworth, and
have given us more reason to pause and reflect on our good fortune in
living here.

The National Flood Forum (NFF) is holding an exhibition of flood
defence products which residents living in roads at risk will be keen to
see. This will precede the Emsworth Residents’ Association’s next
Quarterly General Meeting on Monday 25 July - the exhibition starts at
3.00pm and will be open until the QGM starts at 7.30pm. No manufacturers
will be there to give a hard sell, but we’ll have the benefit of the NFF
who know the pros and cons of the products. It may well be to our cost
advantage if we place a bulk order for smaller standard items such as air
brick covers and the preferred type of sandbags (not sand).

It is good news that Emsworth Surgery will be offering an improved
minor injuries service - see report by Kate Hope of Emsworth Surgery
(below).

We will be studying Linden Homes’ detailed Planning Application
for Hampshire Farm over the next few weeks. Meanwhile, the developer
has consulted the Emsworth Tree Wardens and the ERA on facilities
and use of the public open space. It is our opportunity to recommend
and influence what shrubs, trees, play and other facilities we believe the
site would benefit from before it is handed over to Havant Borough
Council (see Hampshire Farm Public Open Space, page 1).

I am saddened to learn of the Mobile Library’s demise (see also
page 1). The static library in Emsworth is not affected by this and, indeed,
its position will be strengthened if those who until now have had the
benefit of the Mobile Library can get a lift into town to choose their
own books. The library is a life-line for many elderly and immobile
residents, so if you can help please let me or the ERA committee know.

Ending on a positive note, the Emsworth Southern Railway/Community
Partnership train is about to leave the station and we’ve had indications
that Emsworth will be included in this year’s budget for some of the
work long overdue. As described by Martin Shelley on page 1, we are
aiming to reinstate the waiting room and make the platform a welcoming
place. Community Partnership programmes have delivered great results
elsewhere, and | know Emsworth will do the same.

Last week, Southern Railway’s Andy Leister and Terry Green met with
an enthusiastic group of residents keen to play a part, including Dusty,
the landlord of The Railway Inn, Caroline Fisk for Emsworth schools’
involvement, wildlife campaigner Brian Fellows, regular user and annual
season ticket holder David Habershon and our two Councillors Brendan
Gibb-Gray and Richard Galloway, the latter also, helpfully, a Rotarian.

Minor Injuries Service

Emsworth Surgery is now operating a minor injury walk-in service from
8.00am to 6.30pm, Monday to Friday. We are providing this service so
that patients will not have to travel to hospital for minor injuries. You
do not need to be registered with the practice to use this service but the
injury must have occurred not more than 24 hours prior to presentation.

There are limitations to the minor injuries service which will be
offered but it does include stitching and glueing of cuts, minor
dislocations of fingers and toes which do not require an x-ray, nail injuries,
nasal or aural foreign bodies and minor burns.

Patients will be seen by a doctor or a nurse and will be referred on
to the Accident & Emergency Department at either St Richard’s
Hospital or Queen Alexandra Hospital if the injury cannot be treated at
the surgery.

News from Winchester

In the last edition of The EMS I reported on Hampshire County Council
(HCC) setting its budget for 2011/12, following a 14 per cent reduction
in its grant settlement from the Government and further reductions in
the following two years, necessitating savings having to be made in
HCC budgets. Now this being the approach in the change of seasons
from spring into summer | am pleased to be able to report good news.

First, on Friday 27 May NHS Hampshire announced that the plans
for the improvement in access to healthcare services for residents in the
Havant and East Hampshire were approved at its Board meeting held on
Thursday 26 May and formally approved by the South Central Strategic
Health Authority.

This now means that the building work will start in June on the Oak
Park Community Clinic, which will provide a range of adult services
including outpatient care across a range of specialities, diagnostics
(plain film x-ray and ultrasound) and a range of therapy specialities.
The clinic will also provide a new purpose-built home for the Rapid
Assessment Service which was launched in the local area in February
and is currently temporarily based at the Havant Health Centre. A
primary care-based Minor Injuries Service operating from 8.00am to
6.30pm, Monday to Friday was also recently introduced at the Emsworth
Surgery (0844 4778723) and other practices in the Havant Borough.

The announcement of the final decisions having been taken by NHS
Hampshire to provide improved access to these healthcare services
comes as pleasing news to us all, particularly Lorraine Clode, Peter Tier
and Tony Lowes of your Emsworth Residents’ Association who have
worked very hard, lobbying through the HCC Health Overview and
Scrutiny Committee for these improved services.

Second, | am pleased to be able to inform you of news of the
Hampshire Highways ‘Operation Resilience’ project which will involve
the investment of around £16m a year for each of the next five years.
This project will see roads across the county being strengthened and
weather-proofed to help them withstand the effects of extreme weather,
preventing the effects of water seeping into road surfaces, freezing and
causing potholes. This is a substantial shift from reactive to planned
maintenance, which is much more cost-effective in the long run.

May | wish the residents a very enjoyable summer and that you
enjoy Emsworth as much as | do on my regular visits to the village.

Cycle provision within new residential development

The Residential Parking and Cycle Provision Supplementary Planning

Document (SPD) provides details on the parking standards and requirements

for cycle storage on new residential development, redevelopment and change

of use for residential purposes.

The following is included:

e Required number of storage provision (long stay)/cycle parking (short
stay) spaces;

» All properties should be provided with cycle storage facilities;

» Secure and weatherproof cycle storage provision should be provided for
flats in appropriate, easily accessible locations;

e External or Communal Cycle Storage - Cycle parking (including that
for visitors) should not be provided in units allowing only the front
wheel to be secured;

e Visitor Parking/Cycle Storage - With the exception of very small
developments, visitor parking will normally need to be considered and
incorporated within a planning proposal.

Havant Passenger Transport Forum, 3 March
The main focus of the meeting was “bus services from 2011 onwards” and
the main points were:

New Planning Guidelines

Two draft supplementary planning documents have
been prepared which expand on the Core Strategy
which was adopted on the 1 March 2011.

The Borough Design Guide SPD supplements Policy CS16 of the
Havant Borough Core Strategy and aims to raise the standard of
design across the borough. It sets out the council’s design expecta-
tions with regard to new development and helps to identify and
define the distinctive character and qualities of the borough that
should be respectfully improved and enhanced through development.

DEADLINE
8 JULY

The Developer Contributions SPD supplements Policy CS21 of the
Havant Borough Core Strategy which sets out the policy basis for
the collection of developer contributions in the borough. Where
new or improved infrastructure is essential for planning permission
to be granted, the council will require on-site or off-site provision
and/or contributions through planning obligations, agreements or
tariffs. This SPD provides the detailed justification and costs for
developer contributions that supplement Policy CS21. When
adopted, these SPD’s will form part of Havant Borough Council’s
Local Development Framework and will be a material planning
consideration in the determination of planning applications in the
borough.

The documents will be of significant interest to local communities
as they describe the character of the areas, how future development
should look and what developer contributions could be
forthcoming to pay for community benefits.

Jo Dyer

Scratchface campaign victory

The recent unanimous decision by Havant Borough Council’s planning

committee to reject the proposal [APP/10/00497] to build 92 houses and

flats in Bedhampton was greeted by rapturous applause from more than 100

people present in the public gallery.

Planning committee chairman Clir Buckley (Waterloo) said: “This was a
very difficult decision, going against the recommendation of [HBC] officers.
Ultimately it was a question of whether we should allow development on a
constrained site above a motorway embankment, which will always be
blighted by noise. It would not create a high quality place where people want
to live, work and relax.”

Commonly referred to as ‘Scratchface’, the proposal was to develop a
narrow strip of land adjacent to the A3M, bounded by the motorway to the
west, Scratchface Lane bridle path to the north, and rear gardens of Hillmead
Gardens and Brooklands Road to the east.

The proposal lacked ‘green’ credentials: drainage is already a problem
in the area yet rainwater harvesting was never considered; only a third of
the dwellings were angled for optimum solar advantage; and the sewage
pumping station would add to the development’s carbon footprint.

The planning rejection followed 18 months of concerted campaigning
by North Hill Bedhampton Residents Association assisted by our Ward and
County Councillors. More than 400 letters were sent by local residents and
879 signatures collected for a petition opposing the application. Following
the campaign’s success, it became clear that certain conclusions could be
drawn which would be useful for people wishing to challenge other planning
applications:

e Keep letters simple. Planning committee members often don’t see them
- they just get a summary of points compiled by council employees

« Organise a representative committee at an early stage.

» Encourage residents to get Ward Councillors onside. You need their
support.

e Try to get support from as many organisations as possible.

e Remember to inform the media - newspapers, radio, Facebook etc of
forthcoming events in the campaign. Radio stations require plenty of
notice.

Planning officers often forget they are our servants, there to facilitate
the wishes of council tax payers through our elected representatives. Don’t
let them get away with decisions that are clearly not in the public interest.

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Emsworth joins
Havant Goes Greener

Emsworth’s business and environment groups were strongly represented
at the Borough’s May Green Fair held in Havant Park. The fair marked
the finale of Havant Goes Greener, a week-long series of events, devoted
to making small changes that help the environment. Businesses such
as Pantry Weigh, Emsworth Chilli Jams Co, Emsworth Cycles and
Tuppenny Barn were among the 40 stalls present. They also included
many of Emsworth’s conservation groups such as Friends of Emsworth
Waysides, Brook Meadow Conservation Group, Friends of Hollybank
Wood and Havant Borough Tree Warden Network. A brisk south
westerly kept everybody moving but most people agreed it was an
interesting day. Altogether, the organisers, Friends of the Earth, The
Transition Town Network and Havant Borough Council arranged 10
events across the borough.

In Emsworth, Tom Broughton from Chichester Solar presented the
facts and figures about going solar. Many residents have discovered that
as well being planet friendly, harnessing the sun for electricity and heat
can be quite profitable over time. Just what can be achieved was shown
during a later visit to a new catholic church in Waterlooville. 38 Photo
voltaic panels have been installed to deliver 9 kilowatts of 3 phase power
for under floor heating and other services.

Southbourne organic smallholder, Maggie Haines, from Tuppenny
Barn, shared her experience of growing vegetables, fruit and herbs with
an audience from Havant while in Bedhampton the topic was keeping
bees. Like so much else nowadays, bees are under pressure from Man
and a lethal mite call Varroa. The week was opened by the mayor of
Havant at the Spring with a free screening of ‘Low Impact Man’. The
film tells of a year in the life of a New York couple who seriously go
green. Apart from being amusing, the film asked searching questions
about human behaviour.

Overall the week was assessed as meeting all its aims and worth

Water Levels in the Millpond

Residents have noticed that the levels in the Millpond have been very
low for a number of weeks, resulting in regular users of the pond, such
as Emsworth Slipper Sailing Club and Emsworth Sailing Club, being
unable to undertake training for their younger members.

For the past few years, the maintenance of the Millpond water levels
has been the responsibility of the Environment Agency, who took over
from Havant Borough Council. The Environment Agency installed
equipment some four years ago to enable the sluices by the Slipper
Sailing Club and in the Millpond wall alongside Emsworth Sailing Club,
to be operated remotely from its office.

When exceptionally heavy rain is forecast, which could result in a
much increased flow of water from the West Brook into the northern
end of the Millpond, and there is a high spring tide, low pressure and a
southerly gale, the potential for flooding in Bath Road, Bridgefoot Path
and Bridge Road is very high. In these circumstances, the Environment
Agency remotely opens the sluice gates to drain the Millpond down to
prevent any possibility of flooding.

Some weeks ago, the Environment Agency received a forecast of
exceptionally heavy rain and, as a precaution, reduced the level of the
Millpond. As luck would have it, the rain never materialised, high tide
was low as it was neaps and not springs, and then the equipment that
opened the sluices failed, preventing the pond from being topped up by
the tide.

Pollution threat to Langstone Harbour

The conviction in May of Southern Water on 41 counts of
polluting Langstone Harbour is another wake up call to all who
value these beautiful waters. The offences, ranging over two
years, arise from pumping unscreened sewage directly into the
harbour. It usually occurs during heavy rainstorms when the
sheer volume of waste exceeds the company’s pumping capacity
and there is no option but to allow uncontrolled discharges. The
Environment Agency, who brought the charges, told magistrates
that the discharges had gone on for five months without any
preventive measures. The court agreed and levied fines and costs
totalling £150,000. The company made an operating profit of
over £300 million in 2009.

Emsworth shares a shoreline with Langstone and is linked
through channels to become part of the Chichester Harbour
AONB. Whatever happens in Langstone has a direct impact on
the quality of water washing Emsworth’s coastline. The company
plans to manage the problem by investing £2 million in
additional pumping capacity and work is expected to start soon.
Meanwhile, there are growing concerns among residents groups
that the capacity problem is set to get worse with 6,500 more
homes planned for the borough over the next 15 years. Moves by
some councillors to have this debated in full council have been
referred back for scrutiny.

I's not just our green space that demands constant vigilance.
Shoreline pollution is a nationwide problem and getting worse.
The Marine Conservation Society runs the UK’s biggest beach
clean up network and says that each year the tonnage collected
gets bigger. There is good news too. The creation of marine
conservation zones (MCZ) will reserve some space for creatures
in the UK’s over fished seas to fight back. For some like Ivell’s
sea anemone, last reported in a brackish lagoon near Chichester,
it may already be too late. Ray Cobbett

The Splash of Colour project began back in March, when the children
started working with local artist Ami Lowman, a member of the Havant-
based collective Making Space. The children created paintings based on the
themes of water and family life to decorate the space outside the school’s
external community centre, which is used for pre- and after-school clubs
as well as activities relating to the Government’s Sure Start initiative.

The illustrator and
jewellery designer,
Ami, originally
helped the children
develop their ideas on
paper over a period of
two days, taking them
through a series of
simple steps. This

'{ involved stencils and
1 projectors, to create
artworks that she
could then take away
and transfer to
weather-proof boards,
which are now
arranged along the
railings outside the
community centre.

As well as enhancing
the visual environment
within the school’s
grounds, the project
| provided a vital
opportunity for the
children involved to
put in the extra hours they needed to gain certificates awarded by the
local Children’s University in Havant. To mark the event, headteacher
Rosie Laws called the school’s first-ever open-air assembly, and introduced
the children who had been involved in the project to each make a short
comment and identify their work, and then sign it.

The Splash of Colour is Southern Water’s response to an appeal from
Emsworth Primary School extended services co-ordinator Delena
Pickering and Havant Borough Council’s ES manager Lisa Strutt for help
with improving the school’s outside spaces, and is part of the company’s
ongoing community engagement programme.

Southern Water sees the project as a ‘thank you’ to Emsworth for the
disruption it caused recently to local residents during the replacement of
sewers in Kings Road and Warblington Road in south-west Emsworth.
This was part of a range of improvement works across the region which
are costing Southern Water £1.7bn over the next five years. The Kings
Road project involved building a new underground chamber to remove
debris from storm water and thus reduce the risk of sewer flooding.

At the Splash of Colour project unveiling, Southern Water spokeswoman
Penny Hodge suggested that the utility company was keen to support
similar initiatives within the Havant area in the future.

Sadly, Southern cannot yet commit to providing toilet facilities at the
station, even though there are existing toilets, albeit in disrepair, adjacent to
the old waiting rooms, and the associated drains have been found to be in
working order. Commuters and tourists visiting the town are currently
able to use the toilets at the Railway Inn pub, opposite the station on
North Street, due to the generosity of landlord David ‘Dusty’ Lucas.

Other developments following the meeting include the possibility of
the Emsworth Business Association co-sponsoring the station’s signs with
its familiar ‘swan’ branding. Emsworth resident Caroline Fisk also
offered to get local schoolchildren involved by encouraging them to create
murals and raise funds to ‘sponsor’ flower baskets and window boxes,
while Emsworth wildlife expert Brian Fellows identified a potential
wayside at the station to preserve natural wildlife.

A recreation ground to be proud of?

It’s the site for the Horticultural Show in August. People play cricket,
football, bowls and tennis there. It has a children’s play area, a
skateboard park and a memorial garden. Kids go through it to and
from school especially on the recently installed cycle path and people
walk their dogs there. It’s the Horndean Road recreation ground -
proper name, ‘Jubilee Recreation Ground’ - and Emsworth is lucky to
have it.

The recreation ground is maintained by Havant Borough Council
(HBC) and, on the whole, it does a good job. But the hedge that forms the
boundary with Horndean Road is obviously in decline and is rapidly
getting worse. While some of the hedge is still alive there are great chunks
of dead ivy and big gaps where the hedge has perished and collapsed.

The hedge could be rejuvenated and a couple of years ago Emsworth
Tree Wardens attempted to clear out some of the dead sections and fill in
the gaps with Hawthorn and other hedgerow trees but it’s too big a job for
just a few enthusiastic locals.

Horndean Road is designated a ‘street of special character’ in the
Core Strategy and Local Development Framework. There is even talk of
putting the recreation ground in for a 'Fields in Trust' award to celebrate
the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee next year, making it a double Jubilee park!

HBC recognises the hedge should remain but routine maintenance is
all that’s on the cards in the current economic climate. Rejuvenation would
involve fairly drastic cutting back of existing Hawthorn while retaining some
hedgerow trees, cleaning out bramble and ivy, new planting and regular
hard pruning. This would have to take place in stages over a period of time
and each section would need to be fenced to protect it as work took place.

Emsworth Tree Wardens and Councillor Brendan Gibb-Gray are
currently discussing the issue with Andy Paffett (HBC's Open Spaces) to
find out what HBC might be prepared to do if the rejuvenation of the
hedge was a joint project with the community.

This is the sort of endeavour that we can undertake as a community
as we did with the Skateboard Park and Memorial Garden. It will take
money, time and effort but co-ordinated by the Emsworth Residents’
Association we can do it. We will then have a recreation ground to be
proud of.

On the Arts Trail

Occasional visitors to Emsworth in early June may have been as confused
as the swans and ducks by the sight of two Henry Moore-like sculptures
floating in the middle of the millpond, not realising they were merely
exhibits in the latest Arts Trail event.

The installation, by local artist Lou Johns, was perhaps the most high-
profile artwork on show during the celebration of creativity - which includes
everything from landscapes, pottery and glass to textiles, printmaking,
quilting, jewellery and ceramics - that has become a regular annual event
in Emsworth during the past two decades and now embraces artists in
Havant, Hayling Island, Leigh Park and Waterlooville.

Unlike in previous years, however, in 2011 the Arts Trail in Emsworth
was spread over two weekends to create a suitable showcase for the
increasing number of artists keen to take part. Although not everyone chose
to exhibit on all five days (the first weekend included a bank holiday),
Kings Road resident Marian Foster - one of the artists who was involved
in the very first, Emsworth-only event back in the 1990s - was one of
several who opted to. Her range of water-colours and lino prints presented
a light-hearted vision of life in Emsworth, but perhaps one of her most
valuable works - an original piece based on one of her ‘trademark’
characters, Boris the inscrutable cat - sold before the exhibition opened.

Among the many highlights of the Arts Trail was a demonstration
